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Incumbent Eric Garcetti has refused to participate in a public debate.
What does he have to hide? It could be any one of the following:

On the side of Billboard Companies: Garcetti led the vote in 2006 to allow for digital
billboards and to lower the billboard permit fee. (Source: Council voting records)

On the side of Developers: Garcetti pushed City Council to give a Hollywood devel-
oper a nearly $3.7 million interest free loan, money the developer could use to help de-
fend itself from lawsuits from community groups. (Source: Council voting records)

Bad for Parking and Traffic: Garcetti supports the building of massive develop-
ments that have overburdened the City!s infrastructure and increased parking and
traffic problems. (Source: Council voting records)

Bad for the Housing Crisis: Garcetti champions policies that displace rent-controlled
housing. From 2001-2007, nearly 14,000 affordable units have been lost in LA due to
the City!s policies. (Sources: Council voting records, LA Weekly)

Campaign Contributions: About 93% of the $1.7 million in contributions Garcetti has
received since 2000 has been from people outside his Council district. Over $300,000
has been from attorneys, real estate agents, developers, billboard companies, and
PACs. (Source: City Ethics Commission)

Ethics Violation: Garcetti was fined $5000 in 2005 for violating the City campaign
ethics rules. (Source: City Ethics Commission)
